Grounds

All the grass areas around the Multi-court damaged by the laying of cabling for the lighting project have been re-seeded. Cllr’s Beach & Gillin have finalised the electrical requirements with Stuart Vick and works on this final phase of the project should commence within the next 3 weeks.
The separate metered water supply for the cricket team has been installed in the pavilion garage.

Buildings 

Sanitising dispensers and COVID-19 signage will be installed in the pavilion & St George’s Hall in the next few days.

The rear emergency exit / disabled access door to St George’s Hall is not fit for purpose and is letting in water. A replacement metal door has been ordered and Gary Cooke has been contracted to install. Mr Cooke previously installed the security doors on the fire damaged public toilets.
Highways
Work commenced on the High Street re-paving project with immediate issues with traffic light failures. Cllr Beach has been informed that for the first few weeks of the school autumn term the traffic lights will be manually operated to reduce delays. As the works moves further along the High Street, sight lines between the traffic light units will improve which should result in increased reliability.

Wrotham Parish Council comments
The proposed mast which is 20mtr in height would stand 8mtr above the tree line. The proposed location is one of prominence with the AONB and is considered to be too close and would have a detrimental impact to the residential property, Yew Trees.

The alternative site assessment is considered inadequate and included sites that would never seriously have been considered, on the basis that they would clearly not have obtained planning consent, with all other alternative sites being dismissed with no reasoning given other than one of coverage.

A site further away from the centre of the historic village of Wrotham and with less visibility in the AONB should be considered.

Single storey rear extension
This proposal is to demolish a pretty hexagonal dining room addition with a pitched and multi-facetted roof, and in its place it is proposed to build a large kitchen extension. This extension is a rectangular oblong in form with a flat roof that is reminiscent of a shipping container.

The proposed extension, by virtue of the quality of its design, its size orientation and form would fail to respect the site and its surroundings, and would not conserve or enhance the natural beauty of the Kent Downs Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty in which it would be located. The proposal is therefore contrary to the requirements of Policy 24.1 of the LDF and paragraph 130 of the NPPF.

Wrotham Parish Council therefore object to the application on that basis.
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
