Proposed redevelopment of the Marley Tiles site by Panattoni.

Advertising Consent: Units 3 and 4, illuminated signs, 2x Howdens fascia sign – comprising of 1no Howdens signs, 1 menu panel and trade only, 1x entrance sign
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The Countryside and Rights of Way Act 2000 ( CROW Act ) imposes on Tonbridge and Malling Borough Council a ‘Duty of Care to the AONB. Illuminated signage in the AONB is unnecessary and obtrusive. None of the existing signage within Nepicar Park Business Park, the Oakdene Trade Park and Invicta Business Park is illuminated, and this would set a poor precedent should it be consented and lead to the spread of similar signage.

Oakdene Trade Park faces directly onto residential development and illuminated signage would cast a mixture of coloured and white lights directly onto dwellings and the garden areas of residents at night. The impact would stretch from 4 pm right through the night during the winter months.

The eastern flank of the Trade Park, where the signage would be located, is visible from the Golden Nob and other public viewing points on the North Downs Scarp and from long distance footpaths like the Pilgrims Way which are of national importance.  

In the event that the LPA is minded to consent then it should first consult the Planning Officer at the Kent Downs AONB Unit to seek their views.
Should the application be consented the hours permitted to illuminate the signage should be restricted by condition to trade hours only.

Wrotham Parish Council strongly objects to this application as this amounts to unnecessary illumination in this location.
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
