WPC objects to the proposal.
 

The original condition was imposed to regulate the intensity of use of a mixed-use site located in a highly sensitive location that is completely isolated from transport services in the Green Belt and AONB. The access is via Kemsing Road, which is a narrow country road that is already heavily used as a cut through linking Otford, Kemsing and Wrotham.

 

The development of the application site with its office, business and on-going agricultural use in tandem with the development of the Yaldham Manor Site next door has significantly increased vehicle trips on this country lane.

 

Parish Councillors and local residents have not noticed a half empty car park in the office area of the application site, indeed there are sometimes cars parked in inappropriate areas of the site. To allow 3 companies to share the offices will inevitably lead to a greater intensive use of the site. Each company will have separate purchase arrangements requiring three delivery vehicles for say office supplies when one would have been necessary before. Each company will require IT support, service engineers for equipment etc.

 

The application does not include any analysis of the extra vehicle trips the proposal would generate but it is self-evident that the intensity of use will increase and WPC considers this inappropriate in this sensitive location.

 

It is also noted that the site owners, the St Clere Estate, stated to Members of Area 2 that there would be no sub-division of the office and business uses. 
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
